A. Power Source
The YPR-7 normally uses internal batteries. It can also use household AC

0 power by connecting the optional PA-1, PA-4 or PA-40 Power Adaptor to the
DC IN Jack on the rear panel. (See the PA-1, PA-4 or PA-40 for instruc-
tions.) Other adaptors cannot be used. Yamaha is nct responsible for
damage from unauthorized power adaptors.
Remove the Battery Compartment Cover on the bottom panel. Load six 1.5V

B. Connecting the Foot Switch
Connect the supplied Foot Switch to the DAMPER Jack on the rear panel.

C. External amplifiers

For a more powerful sound, use Yamaha’s PSC-3 or equivalent connecting
cords and connect the AUX OUT Jacks on the rear panel to your stereo
system, etc.

D. Connecting headphones
To practice without disturbing others, connect a pair of headphcones to the
HEADPHONES Jack at the very left of the front panel.

E. Attaching the Music Stand
insert the ends of the Music Stand into the two holes at the very back of
the top panel.

(The note range of this piece exceeds
the range of the YPR-7 keyboard.)

Fine Tuning

Hold down Cy and D1 and hit any key between
Cs and Ba to raise the pitch in 1.6 cent units.
Hold down C1 and C* and hit any key be-
tween Cs and B: to lower the pitch in 1.6 cent
units. Turn off the power to return to standard
pitch (As = 440Hz).
